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Velkého piekvapeni jsme se dockali v chovné skupiné goril. Samici Shindé se 23. dubna narodil sa-
mecek, ktery dostal jméno Ajabu, coz je svahilsky zazrak.

In September 2016, the Prague zoological garden marked its 85" anniversary. Over the years, the mo-
dest breeding establishment has become a renowned garden of not only European but also universal
significance. In the Czech Republic, it is the second most popular sight after the Prague Castle. In the
international Trip Advisor Top Ten, the Prague Zoo came fourth in 2015. The year 2016 recorded re-
cord attendance rates. The one-millionth visitor arrived already on 16 August and by 4™ December
their numbers exceeded 1400 000. As to 315 December 2016, the garden recorded 1 448 353 visitors,
which is the highest number in the garden’s history. The previous record was in 2014, when 1382 243
people came to visit the Prague Zoo.

In 2016, there were a number of occasions to commemorate the anniversary. To mark the begin-
ning of the 85" season, on March 25%, a bust of prof. Jifi Janda (1865-1938), the founder of Prague Zoo,
was unveiled. After many years, this devoted man has been paid an honourable tribute. Today, hardly
anyone can imagine how many efforts and how much time were required before the gates of the garden
opened to its visitors for the first time in September 1931. You can read more about the history of the
zoological garden in Prague in an article on the subject in this issue of Gazelle.

On Wednesday 28™ September 2016, the jubilee day, there was a traditional celebration. The pro-
gramme evoked the atmosphere of the 1930s. Some of the Zoo staff dressed up in period costumes,
visitors could watch a parade of historical vehicles. To make the occasion more colourful, there was
a recollection of the legendary Czech animated film, Journey into the Beginning of Time. Working to-
gether with the Museum of Karel Zeman, six large-scale boards were placed throughout the Zoo to
take visitors into the story of the film. Josef Lukas, a former child actor from the film, witnessed the un-
veiling ceremony of the exhibition.

There were a number of events throughout 2016. In the night of 1t March, heavy wet snow damaged
the aviary below the rock and 18 rare bald ibises escaped and flew all over Prague and its vicinity. The
Prague Zoo Director immediately turned to the public asking for help and thanks to thousands of re-
ports and the commitment of volunteers we managed to catch all the ibises, one by one, and return
them to the Zoo. The event met with great public acceptance, experts in media said this was an excel-
lent example of crisis communication and listed it among the 2016 top five media campaigns.

Towards the end of the year, on 11" December, the Zoo had a rare visitor, the legendary primato-
logist and conservationist, Mrs. Jane Goodall. She appreciated the “Wandering Bus” project, which our
Zoo runs in Cameroon, and expressed her wish to further cooperate with us. During her tour of the
Zoo, she was attracted by the Gorilla House most. There she was interviewed by Marek Eben for the
programme for the Czech TV.

The year 2016 was also exceptional from breeding and exhibition aspects. The biggest event was
the birth of two baby Indian elephants (Elephas maximus). It was a valuable success, as the mothers
were elephants who came to Prague Zoo directly from Sri Lanka in 2012. Both of them gave birth for

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the first time, and it is a well known fact that first labours are often difficult. The elephant Janita was
the first and on 5% April 2016 she gave birth to a male baby. During labour she was assisted by zoo kee-
pers and thanks to that, everything went well. In the over eighty-years of elephant-breeding history of
Prague Zoo, this was not only the first elephant calf to be born but also conceived here. Foreign Mi-
nisters of Sri Lanka and the Czech Republic, Mr. Mangala Samaraweera and Lubomir Zaoralek, respe-
ctively, were present when the baby received his name, Maxmilian, after Emperor Maxmilian I, of the
Austrian House of Habsburg. The second baby elephant was born on Friday 7th October. His mother
was Tamara and he was named Rudolf, after Emperor Rudolf II. There were no problems during the la-
bour and no assistance was required.

For the first time in its history, Prague Zoo managed to get the rare Chacoan peccary (Catagonus
wagneri), also known under the local name of tagua, in 2016. The rarest species of peccary was first
scientifically described in 1930 on the basis of skeletal remains as an extinct, prehistoric species. When
back in the early 1970s, first living individuals were found in the Gran Chaco of Paraguay, it was a zoo-
logical knockout. The Chacoan peccary is significantly larger than the collared peccary or white-lipped
peccary. Its head is strikingly bigger and ears longer. Its body is over 1 m long and it weighs around
30 to 40 kilograms. First three animals were brought from the wild in 1975, but breeding them in cap-
tivity had for long been unsuccessful. Currently the whole population of this animal in the wild is es-
timated at 3 000. Mere 80 peccaries live in 17 zoological gardens all over the world. From among Eu-
ropean Zoos, only Tierpark Berlin has been reproducing Chacoan peccaries lately, and from there two
male and two female animals came to Prague Zoo. In 2016 a European Chacoan peccary conservation
programme was launched and Prague Zoo joined it.

In early July 2016, another rare species appeared in Prague Zoo - a pair of Palawan porcupines
(Hystrix pumila), which had their first offspring on 31 October. The offspring of the species, the bre-
eding of which is rare in Europe, was named Miro. Holding the ceremony on Wednesday 9" November
was Miloslav Stingl, a well-known Czech world-traveller, ethnographer and writer. Palawan porcupines

fall in the group of the smallest porcupines, very seldom they weigh more than four kilograms. The
Palawan porcupine can only be seen in four European zoos as a great rarity. Not much is known about
the life of these porcupines. They live in low-land rainforests on the island of Palawan, the Philippines,
and neighbouring islands of Busuanga, Calauit and Coron. They spend the day in burrows or in rocky
crevices, and come out at dusk. They feed on fruit, leaves and underground parts of plants. Hunters are
becoming increasingly their threat, and they are greatly affected by forest clearance.

We had a big surprise in the gorilla group. The female Shinda gave birth on 23" April to a male
baby, who was named Ajabu, meaning miracle in Swahili. Zoo keepers had already given up hoping
that the twenty-four year old female, which had had a miscarriage a number of times in the past, would
be able to have any offspring. The unexpected birth was a great and pleasant surprise not only for the
public but also for Zoo personnel.

There was already the sixth shipment of Przewalski’s horses to Mongolia. This time it was a unique
occasion. In the first stage, a Czech military plane carried four mares from Prague to the protected area
of the Gobi B. Then, following a plan of the Prague Zoo, there was an intra-Mongolian transport, when
three mares and a stallion were taken from the Hustain Nuruu National Park to the Gobi B, as well. The
number of Przewalski's horses shipped by the Prague Zoo in cooperation with the Czech Air Force thus
increased to 27 in 2016. Please find more about this unique event in an article in this issue of Gazelle.

In the breeding of reptiles, a great event was the arrival of earless monitors. The earless monitor
(Lanthanotus borneensis) is an endemic reptile of Borneo. It lives hidden in underground shelters
along water streams and is mainly active at night.

For decades it was considered a mysterious species and only a few experts managed to spot it in
the wild. Just few of these monitors are kept in zoological gardens all over the world. Most of them
can be seen in the Shirawa Zoo, Japan. In this Zoo they were able to have the rare species reproduce
for the first time in history in 2014. This is where we got the seven animals from. It is a female, born in
2014, and her six offspring, hatched in September and October 2016.
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
